Questions are presented first with answers and feedback in the appendix.
Question 1 – Single answer multiple choice
Lee and Kim have both referred to a 2010 research paper by J. Pelynd entitled ‘Development of bilingualism in early childhood’ in their essays. Both have cited the source correctly, but one of them has inadvertently plagiarised. Read the original paper, then select the assignment which contains an example of plagiarism.
Original research paper

In this study the linguistic development of 24 children living in bilingual homes was monitored between the ages of one and five.  Parents were instructed to communicate with the child only in their own first language (L1) in order to ensure similar input in each language.  Unlike previous studies (Ralhein 1988; Mirutah & Iwote 1992), it was found that in 62% of cases, the child developed greater proficiency in the mother’s L1 by the age of five.
Kim’s assignment
a) A study of 24 children aged between one and five living in bilingual homes found that 62% of children developed greater proficiency in their mother’s first language in their early years (Pelynd 2010).  The results of previous studies, however, found otherwise.
Lee’s assignment
b) .. Pelynd (2010) conducted a study investigating the effect of bilingual input on language development in children.  Her findings suggest that the amount of exposure to linguistic input does have an effect on the rate of language development in children.  However, it has also been suggested that…

Question 12 – Multiple answer multiple choice
Below are four sentences from various student assignments. Select the sentences that need citations.
a) Melbourne’s reservoirs have a combined capacity of 1,812,175 ML.
b) The results of two recent studies suggest that the brain may have greater capacity to repair itself than previously thought.
c) Climate change is an issue of increasing concern to both the developing and industrialised world.
d) It is likely, therefore, that Shakespeare intended the character of Bottom to provide more than comic relief.
Appendix: Correct answers and feedback
Question 1:

a) Kim’s assignment. Correct. Kim’s wording is too close to the original.  She has paraphrased the original text rather than use the information to support her own purpose.
b) Lee’s assignment. Incorrect. Lee has cited the research paper to support his own purpose, expressed in his own words.
Question 2: (a) is correct.

Feedback:  This is a book chapter. The book chapter details are listed first, followed by the book details, separated with the word “In”. The reference also includes the place of publication and name of the publisher.

Question 3: (a) is correct.

Feedback:  This is a journal article reference and European physical education review is the name of the journal.

Question 4: 
a) Author-Date.

b) Numbered.

c) Footnote.

Question 5: (a) is correct.

Feedback:  The clip was published on a website so must be cited like any other material.

Question 6: (a) is correct.

Feedback:  You must include an in-text citation, which may be in author-date, numerical, or foot-note form, and either a reference list or bibliography.

Question 7: (a), (b) and (c) are correct.

Question 8: (a) is correct.

Feedback:  The in-text citation is the superscript number, bracketed number or (author-date) indicator which tells the reader that the information came from another source.

Question 9: (a) is correct.

Feedback:  The call number is not part of a reference. It is designed as a code to help the library user find physical items.
Question 10: (a) is correct.

Feedback:  Usually a reference list is required when you only need to list sources that you actually used in your assignment.

Question 11: (a) is correct.

Feedback:  Joanne can use the photograph as long as she acknowledges the source in full.

Question 12: (a) and (b) correct.

Feedback:  Sentence c) contains general knowledge; any informed person would be aware of this issue. Sentence d) expresses the writer’s own idea, derived from her analysis of the text. The writer would need to have read the information contained in sentences a) and b)
